2010-2011 Program Results Are In! 
 

It was another great year for the SAYL “Let’s Read!” program!  This year 270 
Volunteer Reading Tutors helped 485 students become better readers!  
The students in the program this year saw an average reading level in-
crease of 1.06 and students who received 13 or more sessions saw an aver-

age increase of 1.26!  Our dedicated VRTs put in more than 2355 hours of service at 38 sites.
